New Firebox Appeal

It is 50 years since that momentous day in January 1975 when 7822
Foxcote Manor was rescued from Barry Scrapyard and made a
triumphant return to Oswestry. Fundraising and restoration began
immediately, she finally steamed again in 1988, a proud achievement.

Mechanically, Foxcote has retained her reputation as a strong and
popular member of the class, however the boiler has become
increasingly unreliable. This is not unexpected, we are now on our fifth
boiler overhaul in preservation, very few engines can claim the same!



Now is the right time to replace the copper firebox. We have the
copper plate, 80% of which has been donated. We need to re-stay
the boiler and change the doorplate anyway. We have an expert
contractor, a volunteer engineering team to control costs, and an
income from our tender. Fitting a new firebox now will see the boiler
made good for generations to come, once again steaming up and
down the country, this time in green!

Allthat said, we don’t have quite enough, close, but we’re not quite
there. Please consider a monthly subscription or one-off donation
to Foxcote, big or small, your generosity will make a huge
difference, returning Foxcote to steam sooner rather than later.
